1 INTRODUCTION

A Rare Plant Register for the Watsonian Vice-county of East Perthshire (vc89)
appeared on-line and in print in April 2011. One of the benefits of collecting all the
available records of the vice-county’s rare, scarce and otherwise notable plants
together in one place was to be able to see at a glance which sites needed an up-
dating visit. This provided a focus for botanical field work in 2011 and 2012, resulting
in a new edition in March 2013. This third edition includes the results from two
further field seasons

A Register for the vice-county of West Perthshire (vc87) is near to completion and
one for Mid Perthshire (vc88) will follow in due course. The work involved in the
creation of these registers will enable a revision of the Checklist of the Plants of
Perthshire (Smith et al, 1992) to be undertaken. In the longer term it is intended to
produce a new Flora of Perthshire. The only existing one, The Flora of Perthshire,
by Francis Buchanan White, was published in 1898, so a new one is long overdue.

No such register can ever be complete and this one must be considered a work in
progress. Its two main objectives are

1. To provide information on the more ‘special’ plants of the vice-county for
those needing it.
2. To stimulate botanists to provide more records.

In respect of objective 1, there are a number of reasons why people may need to
know where scarce and potentially vulnerable plant species are growing. Various
developments, planning issues or proposals for changes of management arise in
which such information is sought. The ready provision of the data can in such cases
be very much in the plants’ best interest.

In respect of objective 2 there has been an encouraging response to the first edition,
which appeared on-line in April 2011, but there must still be many records out there
that would add to the Register and make it more complete. These would be
gratefully received by the Recorder.

There is also a demand from botanists and people with a natural history interest to
know where they might find particular plants. Better information will lead to greater
interest in and respect for the county’s plants. This higher level of awareness can
only benefit the environment generally. In those cases, however, where it is felt that
a plant may be put in danger by having its whereabouts disclosed the exact site is
withheld.

In respect of objective 2, it is hoped that many of the gaps in our knowledge will be
as conspicuous as the data itself. Many people who have visited the vice-county to
botanise there will see that, by supplying their records, they can add to the sum of
our knowledge and help to complete the picture. The Vice-county Recorder will
welcome corrections to records as well as updates and new information. These

The Register has been produced as an Excel spreadsheet held by the Vice-county
Recorder based on data held in MapMate. It is therefore easy to update and it is
planned that the on-line version will continue to be updated at least annually.
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3 WATSONIAN VICE-COUNTIES

These date from 1852, when they were set up “to provide a set of unit areas more
equal in their dimensions than the counties, ‘whose extreme inequality of size was
most inconvenient and objectionable’ "(Dandy, 1969). The system has long been
adopted as standard for biological recording in this country. An important feature is
that the boundaries are constant, not changing with the political whims of succeeding
generations. Most of East Perth lies within what was originally Perthshire and is now
Perth & Kinross, with political changes only affecting parts of the eastern boundary.
The southern boundary is the Firth of Tay, the western boundary is the Tay —
Tummel — Garry river system, and the northern boundary abuts on Inverness-shire
and Aberdeenshire following Grampian watersheds. The eastern boundary,
however, follows older lines in some areas: a bulge to the east includes Fowlis and
Piper Dam, but to the north of this the Vice-county of Angus bulges westwards into
Perth & Kinross to include a block around Gaskhill, Lintrose, Hallyburton and Kettins.
There is another, smaller deviation from the modern political boundary to the north of
the Forest of Alyth around Blacklunans.

4 PLANT RECORDING IN EAST PERTH

Records since 1970 only are included. In that year a decision was made by the
Botanical section of the Perthshire Society of Natural Science to record plants on a
5x5 km (quadrant) basis with a view to eventually producing a new Flora of
Perthshire. In 2006 this system was altered and tetrad (2x2 km) recording began.
The change was made in order to comply with accepted biological recording methods
over the wider UK and especially with practice that had been adopted by the BSBI
nationwide. Prior to this the perception had been that it would be impracticable to
cover Perthshire fully on a 2x2 km square basis, as there are too many remote areas
and too few botanists. This remains the case and no complete tetrad map of every
species will ever be produced in a reasonable time-scale. Even an incomplete tetrad
map, however, conveys more useful information on habitat use and distribution than
a complete quadrant one.

As far as possible, using knowledge of routes and sites, records on the quadrant
recording cards have been reallocated to tetrads. The two systems are not entirely



compatible, however, as there are 9 tetrads in each 10x10 km square (hectad) which
overlap with quadrants. In some cases therefore the quadrant record has to remain
extant.

The species perceived to be more interesting for any reason, especially those that
were Nationally Rare or Nationally Scarce were always recorded with more precision,
usually a 6-figure grid reference. The change from quadrant to tetrad recording did
not affect these.

5 SPECIES CATEGORISATION

Four types of categorisation have been used to decide which species should be
included in the Register

1) The IUCN categories are as follows:

2) Taxa not regarded as threatened in Great Britain may be included in the
Register if they are regarded as Rare or Scarce in GB. The list of such taxa, using
current New Atlas (Preston et al, 2002) data, is given on the JNCC website
(www.jncc.gov.uk). The following categories are included:

GB Rarity Status Included in East Perth Rare
Plant Register?

Nationally Rare (1-15 hectads in GB) Yes

Nationally Scarce (16-100 hectads in GB) | Yes

Note: A hectad is a 10 x 10 km. square.

3) The Scottish Biodiversity List was published in 2005 to satisfy the requirement
under Section 2(4) of The Nature Conservation (Scotland) Act 2004. Itis a list of
animals, plants and habitats that Scottish Ministers consider to be of principal
importance for biodiversity conservation in Scotland. The list includes all species in
the UK Biodiversity Priority List that are present in Scotland, alongside those that are
rare or scarce, declining or endemic here.

All Scottish Biodiversity List species that occur in the Vice-county are included,
although in the case of Juniperus communis (Juniper) only sites with 15 or more
plants are listed.

4) The Local Rarity levels are as follows:



Local Rarity Criteria

Status

Locally Rare Recorded from between 1 and 3 sites in East Perth
Locally Scarce Recorded from between 4 and 15 sites in East Perth

Sites are ‘Wells’ sites, which can be defined as areas not exceeding that which can
be enclosed by a notional 1 km square. In some cases, where it is clear that sites
less than 1 km apart are in different management units, they are treated as separate
sites.

When the IUCN-based Red Data List was published in 2005 many species appeared
in it that had not been thought to be of particular interest before and were therefore
not recorded more precisely than to quadrant level. These included, for example,
many agricultural weeds that had been adversely affected by the intensification of
farming methods. Conversely many montane species that had previously received
the highest designation by virtue of their rarity were now judged to be at low risk and
were downgraded, sometimes even to being plants of Least Concern.

The present Register is a hybrid of the earlier and the later designation systems, as
both are thought to be important ways of defining the status and well-being of our
plants. This results in a variety of ways in which grid references are presented in the
tables. Where possible a 6-figure grid reference is shown. Very often this is not
possible but accuracy can be shown to 1 km, 2 km or 5km level. Kobresia
simpliciuscula (False Sedge), for example, is a Nationally Rare species that has
always been recorded in some detail, mainly through monitoring of its populations by
SNH. Of its 19 sites listed, 17 are 6-figure grid references and the remaining 2 are 1
km squares. Viola tricolor (Wild Pansy), on the other hand, is mainly an arable weed
that has only recently come to botanists’ notice as a plant to record accurately. Itis a
Near-threatened species in the Red List, which has a similar number of sites in the
vice-county as Kobresia: 21. Of these, however, 6 are to 5km level only and only
12 are 6-figure grid references — the rest being something in between.

Certain more vulnerable species are shown at tetrad or 1 km level only.

The poor resolution of records in some species is also a product of the present
attempt to show local rarity and scarcity. A plant that is very common and not
designated in any way may yet have few sites in the vice-county. These may not
have attracted much notice in the past and were simply recorded at 5 km level along
with all the locally commoner species. Veronica agrestis (Green Field-speedwell), for
example, has 7 sites in the Register, of which 6 are to 5 km level only.

Many older records that do have 6-figure grid-references have had them allocated
later. This is especially true in the case of SNH records digitised by contract staff in
order to supply them to the Biological Records Centre and to the BSBI. Many of
these grid references are generic in nature, identifying the area of recording but not
the precise site. It is not always possible to know to which of the records this
treatment applies. The data presented are still a good indication of a plant’s status
and distribution, however, and will be refined over time.

6 SPECIES SELECTION

The register contains 289 taxa, including one stonewort (Charophyte). Although
more closely allied with the algae than with vascular plants stoneworts appear
superficially similar to vascular plants and are treated as ‘honorary’ ones by the BSBI
for recording purposes.



All of the species included are classed as ‘natives’ or ‘archaeophytes’. The latter
refers to plants that, though not native, have been here since before 1500. Most of
them are species associated with cultivation. Plants arriving or introduced later than
that date are ‘neophytes’ and are excluded. Hybrids are also excluded, as their
recording is so incomplete, as are ‘microspecies’ such as the dandelions (Taraxacum
spp.), hawkweeds (Hieracium spp.) and brambles (Rubus spp.). The distribution of
their sites reflects where their specialist recorders have been active more than it
shows their true range and frequency. One dandelion and seven hawkweeds are
included as they are Red Data List species.

Certain groups of plants, such as roses (Rosa spp.), which hybridise freely, have
been poorly understood and inconsistently recorded in the vice-county. None, apart
from R. spinosissima, are included. Willows (Salix spp.) also hybridise freely but they
have received more attention over the years and pure, or virtually pure, species have
been recognisable and are included where appropriate.

Other groups needing work to clarify their situation include the genus Potentilla and
its hybrids and the aquatic Ranunculus species.

Some species included in the Register as locally rare or scarce are only there
because their habitat is locally rare. A good example of this is provided by the
saltmarsh plants, as saltmarsh only occurs in a tiny area in the south-east of the
vice-county, from about Templehall to Invergowrie. This brings into the Register the
following species:

Aster tripolium (Sea Aster) Locally Rare
Atriplex glabriuscula (Babington’s Orache) Locally Rare
Atriplex prostrata (Spear-leaved Orache) Locally Rare
Leymus arenarius (Lyme-grass) Locally Rare
Plantago coronopus (Buck’s-horn Plantain) Locally Rare
Puccinellia maritima (Common Saltmarsh-grass) Locally Rare
Triglochin maritimum (Sea Arrow-grass) Locally Scarce

Many other species are only included because the number of records is insufficient to
exclude them, even though they are almost certainly more frequent than suggested.
Future recording will probably show that the following species are not Locally Rare:

Cerastium semidecandrum (Little Mouse-ear)
Hordeum murinum (Wall Barley)

Poa compressa (Flattened Meadow-grass)
Polygonum boreale (Northern Knotgrass)

The following species will probably be revealed not to be Locally Scarce:

Agrostis gigantea (Black Bent)

Anagallis arvensis (Scarlet Pimpernel)
Artemisia vulgaris (Mugwort)

Convolvulus arvensis (Field Bindweed)
Euphorbia helioscopia (Sun Spurge)

Lamium amplexicaule (Henbit Dead-nettle)
Malva sylvestris (Common Mallow)

Myosotis ramosissima (Early Forget-me-not)
Rorippa microphylla (Narrow-fruited Watercress)
Urtica urens (Small Nettle)



Viola canina (Heath Dog-violet)

Note that the majority of these are weeds, showing that the cultivated habitats have
been under-recorded.

Another group of species is those about which there has been some confusion
resulting in inconsistent recording. In the Register Cochlearia micacea (Mountain
Scurvygrass) is listed as Locally Rare and Cochlearia pyrenaica ssp alpina
(Pyrenean Scurvygrass) as Locally Scarce. It is doubtful whether they have been
sufficiently consistently distinguished for these categorisations to be maintained.

Note that many of these species in the lists above would still qualify for the Register
under other criteria.

7 THE UPDATE

Since the second edition 22 records have been updated and 80 have been added.
The latter were either new discoveries or records from new sources that came to
light.

Three new species appear in the Register for the first time, all new discoveries:
Callitriche palustris (Narrow-fruited Water-starwort), Dactylorhiza traunsteinerioides
(Narrow-leaved Marsh Orchid) and Trifolium micranthum (Slender Trefoil). None of
these had any older, pre-1970 records.

Two taxa moved from Locally Rare down to Locally Scarce: Calamagrostis epigejos
(Wood Small-reed) and Dactylorhiza incarnata subsp. pulchella (Early Marsh Orchid,
having been now recorded at more than three sites.

Two species were removed from the Register, having exceeded the limit of 15
records which had classified them as Locally Scarce: Hypericum humifusum
(Trailing St John’s-wort) and Ranunculus hederaceus (Ivy-leaved Crowfoot). These
species, particularly the latter, are actually quite common in the right habitat, and
were expected to fall off the Register at an early stage. The latter is often found in
shallow pools and muddy gateways in lowland areas, along with Glyceria declinata
(Small Sweet-grass), which fell off the Register at the 2013 revision.

The species in the Register are as follows. Many are included under more than one
criterion, but they are only listed once below under the main reasons for their
inclusion:

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7 LAYOUT OF THE REGISTER

Plants are listed in alphabetical order, using the scientific name (in bold) and the
English name, both according to Stace, 2010.

Below the plant name is given its National and/or Local (Vice-county) rarity. On the
first line the older, non-IUCN, category of Nationally Rare or Nationally Scarce is
given first, followed by the newer IUCN category (if relevant). On the second line the
local category is given. If there is no national designation then only the local
category appears. In a small number of cases (e.g. Betula nana) there is a national
designation but no local one as the number of sites exceeds 15.

After the English name of the plant appears either N for native, or A for archaeophyte

Below these lines the plant data are presented in a box with 6 columns:

1 Grid reference. A variety of resolutions up to 6 figures. See Section 5,
above.

2 Date. The most recent year from which reliable data are held, from 1970
onwards.

3 Protection. Whether or not the site lies within a Site of Special Scientific
Interest.

4 Site. These are, where possible, ‘Wells sites’, which can be defined as

areas not exceeding that which can be enclosed by a notional 1 km
square. In some cases, where it is clear that sites less than 1 km apart
are in different management units, they are treated as separate sites.
Failing this it may be a 1 km square, a tetrad, or, in the least satisfactory
cases, a hectad.

5 Habitat. Data are frequently lacking here. Recording will improve from
now on.
6 Abundance. Data are frequently lacking here. Usually the species is

recorded at a site as one of a list. Only rarer species, or those being
monitored, will have abundance data.

7 Recorder. The most recent recorder. In a few cases more complete data
exist from a slightly older record, and these are then presented rather
than the most recent one.

Below the list of records for each species is a (usually) one-line comment. The
initials FBW in these comments refer to Francis Buchanan White.
